I ordered 2 of the socket housing and 3 of the pin housing, plus 10 each of the mating pins, called socket and pin.  If you do not ever make mistakes, you need only one socket housing and 2 socket housing pins.  For me, it took 3 pins to achieve the goal.  The switch comes with the socket housing already attached.  The cost of my parts was about twenty dollars plus shipping by mail, which was about the same amount.

In summary, you pry out the existing switch, (not that easy), then cut the two conductors as close to the switch as possible, strip the ends, crimp on the two pins, insert them in the rear of the pin housing, plug switch connector into the one you just installed and then tuck the new connector into the recess, (there is a recess to accept the connectors), and then snap the switch back in.  Test for clicking sounds before you do that however.
