-Remember it is the lower tail gate you need to work on! I am sad to say I spent ages trying to work on the top lift gate  
-You will need to be inside the rear of the vehicle. You will need 3 or 4 butter knifes a light and a pair of plies 
1. Insert knife blades under tailgate upper trim panel. 
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2. You will need to pop the carpeted bit out from under the trim

3. You will only have a small gap to work with. You will need to move the foam material aside so you can get you hand in 

4. With the palm of your hand facing to the back of the car, insert your hand and locate the lift actuator cable.

5. Follow the cable until you get to the lift actuator. 
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6. Once you have found the lift actuator, feel for a flexible plastic cover with your fingers... The cover is on the back of the actuator so your fingers need to go under the actuator and push the plastic up with your fingers. This is hard.

7. Find the cable under the plastic. Get the cable into a position where you can get a pair of plies on to it. Pull it to open the door 

Once you have done this follow this procedure:
